	The a-/oa- alternation is not handled in a unified way by the SWF.

	What problems result from this issue? Please offer evidence of these problems.


	A medium-sized class of words is affected here. The SWF cannot easily show that words like bras [bræːz] and can [kæːn] have optional pronunciations broas [brɒːz] and coan [kɒːn] without separate spellings. 

	How might this issue be resolved?

	The solution adopted in Kernowek Standard corrects this by writing brâs and cân. Since the circumflex is here used over an inherently long vowel, the user learns that it indicates quality rather than length. In the derived word brâssa the pronunciation is [ˈbræsə]~ [ˈbrɔsə] with a short vowel. This has been implemented in a good many publications and it has been determined that this convention is workable and does not conflict with any other spellings or conventions.
